Around Railway Station Feldkirch, a total area of 56,000 square meters is subject to an 
urban development master plan, 24,000 square meters of which are property of ÖBB-
Infrastruktur AG. In an initial stage, approximately 9,000 square meters of this area can 
be allocated as development area for high-quality reconstruction and re-use as sales 
and service areas. The property development around the Railway Station Feldkirch is 
of great importance for the city: the city wants to compress and revive the rail station 
district step-by-step and turn it into an urban zone, in addition to the historic city center. 
To ensure the quality of future urban developments, the City of Feldkirch and ÖBB con-
ducted a Europe-wide architectural competition for the development of a master plan in 
2004. The architecture association Gohm-Hiessberger-Steinmayr-Mascher came out as 
the winner. The realization of the first building and urban development stage begins in 
spring of 2010. Within this stage, we are looking for investors for two top properties. On 
the north side of the station forecourt, an approximately 2,000 square meter large con-
struction area, becomes available for sale, in combination with the edification and the 
operation of a public subterranean garage. A 7,000 square meter large property with 
shopping-center quality, which is located directly at the Landesstraße, will also be sold. 
The Railway Station Feldkirch is a local and regional traffic station, as well as a junction 
for inner-Austrian railway connections across the Arlberg with its touristic destinations 
on the one hand and connections to Liechtenstein/Switzerland and Bregenz/Germany on 
the other hand.
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
