In the course of an architectural competition, we were able to define the development 
of the property at the railway station belt in Graz in cooperation with the City of Graz. A 
characteristic of the 9,500-square-meter large property is its location right between the 
railway station belt and the cargo railway station. The building ensemble is composed 
of the two-story plinth area, the main building and the adjacent office building. The 
sections for assembling and the workshops with quality storage space are located in the 
plinth area. Coming from the main railway station, the main building with its entry lob-
by is initially protruding. From there, the retail zone is accessible through the centrally 
located entry portal. Above the lobby, the hotel offers a conference room with direct 
access to the generously predominantly green roof top terrace. The roof top terrace 
is also reachable from the lower floors with offices through an internal corridor. The 
subterranean garage comprises about 300 car spaces. The collocation of the buildings 
is designed in a way that the development can be done in different stages.  
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
