Due to the incorporation of Linz’s local train system (LILO) and the successful move of 
Linz’s traditional club ULTV to Gugl, an inner-city area of 13,000 square meters became 
available for additional development considerations. In a well-balance combination 
of residential and service facilities, ÖBB-Immobilienmanagement GmbH sets another 
milestone for the inner-city development of the City of Linz. Thus, the surroundings of 
Linz Central Station experiences a rounding and takes on a connector function between 
public service and residential property. The current strategy was developed in closest 
reconcilement with the City of Linz and the project development department of neighbo-
ring properties. We expect the zoning map to obtain legal force before the end of 2010. 
According to the basic concept, a central urban park will offer a pedestrian-friendly 
link between the main railway station and the city center. Accompanying the railway 
station, the residential property, with a gross floor area of 6,000 square meters, and an 
office tower, with a gross floor area of 11,500 square meters, will arise on the property 
comprising 4,500 square meters. The height of the office tower has been aligned with 
the one of the existing Energy AG-building, and, thus, marks the portal to the newly 
created city district. The development of this area indicates another important step 
regarding the developments around Linz Central Station. Directly adjacent to the state 
service center, Energie AG, the employment service Upper Austria, the newly arising sta-
te music theater, as well as the district commission Linz Land, additional service facilities 
become available at an inner-city location.
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
