Currently, the railway station, with its advantageous location in close proximity to the 
city center, to Augarten and to the bank of Danube River, is still being used as cargo 
station. Step-by-step, ÖBB-Immobilienmanagement GmbH develops a new livable city 
district in cooperation with the City of Vienna – at a location, where currently 1 million 
tons of commodities are transshipped per year, a new city district will emerge by 2025, 
which will combine all the qualities of inner-city living and working with high-quality 
leisure and recreational value. The urban development project Railway Station Vienna 
Northwest additionally offers the chance to connect the two parts of the district, which 
have thus far been separated by the railway facilities. The urban development mission 
of Railway Station Vienna Northwest, which represents the basis for the new utilization 
of the railway station area, was developed in cooperation of the City of Vienna and 
ÖBB, from 2005 to 2008, under consideration of the citizens. An international urban de-
velopment competition, from which the Swiss architect ernst niklaus fausch architekten 
(enf) came out as winners, provided the concrete ideas for the new city district. We are 
building residences for about 12,000 people, offices for about 5,000 jobs, schools, cul-
tural and leisure activities around the about 10-hectare-large park, which will form the 
centerpiece of the new city district. The urban development mission offers the necessary 
flexibility for mid-term or long-term urban development, respectively. Different investors 
offer multifaceted architecture in various mixtures of utilization. Among others, the next 
development steps comprise studies for single construction areas, detailed concepts for 
free space and traffic areas, as well as the execution of competitions for key areas. 
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
